Prairie Meadows Therapeutic Riding Center (PMTRC) was founded in 1989 as a Kansas non-profit 501(c)3 organization to enhance the lives of children with special needs by bringing children with disabilities and horses together for special therapy.  PMTRC provides hippotherapy.  Hippotherapy is therapy by a licensed occupational, physical or speech therapist using the horse as a treatment tool for children with a variety of disabilities.  Hippotherapy provides such profound and positive benefits to children with disabilities that our success stories are abundant.  A young girl is able to sleep through the night for the first time in her lifetime after beginning therapy.  A young boy’s first word at age 7 was the name of the horse he had been having therapy on for 6 months.  These are only a few examples of the wonderful impact that hippotherapy has had on our clients’ daily life.  Another huge benefit of hippotherapy is that the children are having so much fun and bonding with the horse that they are excited to come to a therapy session!
At PMTRC we are acutely aware of the financial demands which are placed upon many of our families.  Individuals with disabilities typically incur substantially greater expenses related to medical care, education, transportation, recreation and even daily living.  Because hippotherapy provides these children exceptional physical and emotional benefits, PMTRC is deeply committed to ensuring that our therapy services remain affordable.  Consequently, our therapy fees cover about 40% of our costs to provide this unique therapy with the help of a horse.  However, even at this level, it is impossible for some of our children we serve to pay therapy fees.  By sponsoring a child, you are ensuring that the power and benefits of hippotherapy remain accessible!
